1. CURRENT COUNTY PRIORITIES: 

Assist DPS and TxDot when necessary along the evacuation routes with traffic control. 

Obtain transportation resources for stranded motorists.
Identify and obtain transportation for Montgomery County citizens who may
need to evacuate for special needs considerations or substandard housing.
Work with Red Cross in securing temporary shelters if necessary.
Ensure availability of food and water along the evacuation route in the

event the traffic stalls for extended periods of time.
Begin planning efforts to establish temporary wind shelters for special needs populations.

CURRENT SITUATION:

Hurricane Eunice is currently a category 3 hurricane located south of Florida. It is moving at approximately 11 MPH in a west northwest direction with sustained winds of 120 MPH. The 4:00 PM coordinates are 24.2N  80.7 W. If it continues on the present course and speed, Hurricane Eunice is expected to strengthen to a category 5 hurricane, with landfall early Friday morning between Corpus Christi and Brownsville. The City of Galveston has indicated that they will begin voluntary evacuations at 6PM this date for their city and special needs facilities. A mandatory evacuation order is expected to be issued in Galveston at 6AM tomorrow.
Montgomery County OEM is participating in the Regional Area Command conference calls. Montgomery County is also conducting conference calls with the cities along the evacuation route to ensure information sharing.
Shelters

No shelters have reported being opened in Montgomery County. Shelters will only be opened during the evacuation in the event traffic stalls and there is an immediate need to provide shelter to stranded motorists. Montgomery County is not a host County for evacuation sheltering. We are a pass through County. 

Montgomery County is in the process of developing locations for Montgomery County special need individuals that may live in flood prone areas or live in housing that may not be able to sustain high winds. These locations will also be supported by the Medical Reserve Corps. These shelters will only be utilize for Level 1, Level2 and Level 3 special needs categories. Levels 4 and 5 will need to call the Montgomery County Hospital District for transportation and lodging issues. The Friendship Center will provide transportation for other special needs.

If necessary to open shelters, that information will be provided by periodically updated situation reports.
