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Conroe, Texas – July 20, 2011 – The Montgomery County Hospital District (MCHD) officially opened its newly-constructed headquarters today at 1400 South Loop 336 West. The District campus includes an Administration Building, Service Center and EMS Station 11. 
“These are more than just new buildings,” said Interim CEO Kelly Curry. “They help us accomplish our commitment of excellence and efficiency to the community. Having our administrative staff on the same campus as the emergency communications center, fleet shop, materials management, public health services and our Healthcare Assistance Program, helps us meet our mission more effectively. It also allows us to increases our ability to support and manage the staff that was in multiple locations before.”
Plans for the $12.1 million campus began two years ago as a series of sketches on a white board. After countless meetings and several design adjustments which were based upon staff input, employees moved onto the campus last month.  
“Our new headquarters is purpose-built. It truly has employees’ fingerprints all over campus,” said Curry. “Project Coordinator Matt Folsom went from department to department in order to tailor each section to their specific job function.”
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The approximately 96,000 square-foot headquarters is located on approximately seven acres of land on Loop 336 West. Both buildings, Administration and Service Center/Station 11, are constructed to be fully functional in the event of a natural disaster, having the capability to withstand 140 mph winds, and boasting full generator back up and redundant data and systems connectivity. The site also is home to a 175-foot communications tower. PBK served as the architectural firm, while G.T.T. Construction served as the general contractor.
“This is truly monumental in MCHD’s history,” said MCHD Chairwoman Georgette Whatley. “The buildings have been designed to meet the District’s needs well into the future, and we even have shell space built into the facility that can be used to meet the needs of a growing county or for emergency response activities.”
MCHD is a political subdivision of the State of Texas, charged with providing emergency response and indigent care for the citizens of Montgomery County. The District also operates a grant-funded public health division which provides community education and certain immunizations to county residents. 
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
