We have received correspondence from the Montgomery Central Appraisal District 
regarding request for a Historic Site Exemption for 309 Pond Street in Montgomery, 
Texas.   This is the former site of the Montgomery United Methodist Church.   The site is 
currently used as a wedding chapel and retreat center.     
 
Texas Statute requires that each taxing jurisdiction grant or deny this exemption.   The 
Board may grant the total exemption or a portion thereof.   There is only one other 
property in Montgomery County with a historic site exemption.   The School District and 
the City grant a 50% exemption on that property.  
 
The Pond Street parcel is valued at $232,980.   I have attached materials from the 
website of the company operating the facility.   I contacted the owner of the property.   I 
am expecting a letter from him explaining his request.
